Detailed Description of Lesson:
I tried this two ways.  The first way I put two sets of statements on the wall.  One on each side of the room. Literacy Strategies Used: 

I used silent discussion for this review.  I chose this method because I wanted to see what misconceptions were still out there before we took a test.  I thought it would hold students more accountable if they were standing there staring at the paper and they did not know what to put maybe they would study harder for the test.  I also thought it would be a fun way to review.
Student Response to the Lesson:

I think it was effective overall.  I was able to identify some misconceptions and correct them.  At least I hope I corrected them.  Everyone kept a good attitude for the most part but there were still people who had no clue and did not know what to write.  I think as they went around some were able to learn from the writing that was there.  I think a big understanding was displayed when people would come up to an answer, know it was wrong and be able to write down the right answer.  I had some people write down IDK so I will have to make sure and address that when I do this again.  
Lesson Reflection:

I think having two different sets of questions helped keep them from crowding around a few sheets.  My challenges were the lower level students that did not know what to write, or even have the ability to write very well.  I adjusted for some of this in another class by putting the papers at the table and having them answer the question as a table.  I plan on using this method in the future.
