-The students wrote a five-minute quick write to a review question that asked the students to respond to this prompt: Explain the similarities and differences between points, lines, rays, and lines. 
-Next they did two review problems. (Order from least to greatest. 1) -7, +4, -2, -6; 2) 0, -5, -4, -8, +8) 
-Then the students made a five fold flip book (See attached directions in folder Lesson two) to create their own definitions for adjacent, complementary, supplementary, interior, and exterior angles. 

-The students pair shared their definitions (Teaching Reading in Mathematics page 114) and then group shared their definitions.

 -Using their booklets the students completed their math assignment (page 357).

I have taught this lesson previously by having a discussion with the students about the different types of angles covered in this lesson, then having them identify the differing types on the board before they do the textbook assignment.  However, I really liked the idea of the foldable as it is a resource they can keep.  I like the idea that it is small enough they can tuck the foldable into their notebook and retrieve when needed.  I tried one other foldable a few years earlier but was not impressed by the outcome as it was a large foldable that the students did not want to keep with them to refer to later.  I do wonder if the novelty of foldables wears off and the students become less excited about doing them later. However, I am looking forward to using this technique again.  I do like the review question five-minute writing activity.  I have used that technique in previous years and am glad that I have returned to that technique.





The review five-minute writing activity works well for the majority of the students.  I have one that is not quite willing to risk making a mistake or not remember something, he will open his book to read what is written or demonstrated in the pervious lesson to write the response to the review question.  I will need to continue to reassure him that making a mistake is all right.  I was glad they enjoyed creating the foldables and referred to them for the information.  I did notice that my one student did not want to write his own definition but wanted to write what the book wrote, however, he did begin to think about his own definitions when prompted.  I also asked if those definitions were easy to understand or if he could rephrase them.  Then he began to write more freely.  I am glad that Mr. Piper’s video camera failed the first day, as my students were very excitable because they were going to be video taped. I am looking at other lessons that would work well with foldables.  (My foldables book is associated with history and I have not used it in the past as it was given to me at the beginning of the year in my teacher mailbox, so it is a very new approach to me.)





I believe that this strategy did assist the students.  The students did refer to their foldables while identifying the angles both that day and the next two as well.  The students enjoyed doing something different for math.  Evaluating the student work showed that the students did well on the assignment.  I noticed that the students referred to the foldables on the next two days without my mention of them. 





First I had the students write for five minutes on the review questions to review points, planes, lines, rays, and lines. (The review question: Explain the similarities and differences between points, lines, rays, and lines.) Next they solved and explained a story problem and four review questions.  (I did discuss how to find a percent of a number, as the students have not worked with percents of a number since last year.)  After that I distributed construction paper and gave directions to the students about how to create a five section foldable.  The students then used the textbook to fill in their foldable with their own definition for each angle and provided their own illustrations.  Next the students were asked to pair /share their definitions, but they moved into a group to do this instruction as they knew that was going to be the next direction. I was hoping that this activity would assist the students’ understanding of the different types of angles they would be identifying and drawing that day and the next.
