Silent Discussion-Student will be able to read the overhead with a situation that they have to determine what they believe the correct answer is and support that decision.  They need to write they decision on sticky notes and place it on the correct person. After all have placed the sticky notes. Students will debate why the feel their position is correct.

After we have all came to an agreement. The students will pick partners to develop a table of rules for adding, subtracting, multiplying with odd and even numbers. They will be given a table and they can work together to come up with problems after they have developed 3 problems in each section. They will need to work at their table groups to develop rules for adding and subtracting with odd and even numbers.

If we have time left in the hour we will play a game called Battle for Cattle the goal of the game is to herd up more even or odd cows that your opponent by drawing 4 cards he tries to get cards to add up to either an odd or even number.
