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Strategy:  Verbal and Visual Word Association (VVWA)
Type: Vocabulary

Purpose: This strategy helps students gain new vocabulary through visual and personal associations with the word.
Description: Using this model students write a definition for the term in their own words, draw a visual representation of the term, and write a personal association or characteristic for the term.
